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U.S. Funds E-Government Feasibility Study 

On August 10, U.S. Ambassador to Uganda Jimmy Kolker signed a $318,000 (Ushs 550 million) grant agreement with the Honorable Gerald Sendawula, Minister of Finance, Planning and Economic Development to fund a feasibility study for an integrated information and communications technology network for government-related functions in Uganda.  Honorable Michael Werikhe Kafabusa, State Minister of Works, Housing, and Communications and the Commissioner for Communications, Dr. Godfrey Kibuuka, witnessed the signing ceremony.

The feasibility study, requested by the Government of Uganda, represents the first step in the country’s implementation of its recently developed National ICT Policy.  The policy is designed to improve efficiency and transparency of government operations, and to introduce modern information technology solutions to a broad spectrum of government and related affairs.

The study, funded by the U.S. Trade and Development Agency (USTDA), will review key Ministries’ requirements, develop action plans for implementation, and assist in developing a set of national standards and the architecture necessary for e-government programs in Uganda.  The U.S. team selected to conduct the study will also develop a procurement plan and help to establish an E-Government Program Management Office that will oversee the implementation of the project.  Initially, the project will focus on the Ministries of Finance, Health, and Education, in addition to Ministry of Works, Housing and Communication, and will establish the basis for a wider integrated network.  

The U.S. Trade and Development Agency advances economic development and U.S. commercial interests in developing and middle-income countries.  The agency funds various forms of technical assistance, feasibility studies, training, orientation visits and business workshops that support the development of a modern infrastructure and a fair and open trading environment.
