Warden Message

American citizens living, traveling, or working in conflict areas of northern Uganda, particularly the districts of Gulu, Kitgum, Pader, Apac, Adjumani, and Lira are strongly urged to take immediate steps to increase their security awareness.  The Embassy has received reports that the Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) may begin targeting American citizens in these and possibly other areas.  In light of this information, Americans resident or physically present in these areas should review whether the LRA threats are grounds for temporarily leaving the area.

The Embassy further urges that all American citizens resident in or traveling to Uganda remain alert and take appropriate steps to increase their security awareness.
