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U.S Special Negotiator Stresses Importance of Biotechnology

He said that the benefits of agricultural biotechnology have led to its use and development in many part of the world, including Latin America, Europe, South Asia and Africa.  Chase explained that his role as Special Negotiator is to promote a science-based approach to the debate over the use of biotechnology.

Dismissing assertions that the U.S is forcing biotechnology on top poor countries, Chase said, “Biotechnology is just one technique to address the problems that beset agriculture in developing countries and the U.S respects the decisions of governments to use alternate means to meet their countries food needs.”

Peter Chase was in Uganda to participate in the Conference on Assuring Food Nutrition and Security in Africa by 2020.

“Scientists have demonstrated that biotechnology is perhaps the single most effective technique in producing more food at a lower cost,” Chase said March 30 during a meeting with Uganda journalists.





Chase explained that biotechnology enhances molecular activity of crops in order to prove seed varieties.  Improved seed varieties in turn result in increased output and decreased loss in the agricultural sector.
