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U.S. Embassy Kampala Announces Radio Reporting Awards

Effective January 30, 2004, U.S. Embassy Kampala will welcome submissions for a new program of Radio Reporting Awards.  Cash awards will be presented to radio journalists for outstanding reporting in any of the following three categories: 

· Environment

· Economic Development

· Conflict Resolution/Humanitarian Response

Submissions should focus on issues of significant local concern within one of the three categories listed above, and must have been broadcast in 2004, and prior to submission.  Priority consideration will be given to original reports originating from rural areas and broadcast on rural or regional radio stations.   Competitive submissions must also adhere to core journalistic standards, including accuracy, fairness, and verifiability.  Submissions must be no more than five (5) minutes in length, and if originally broadcast in a local language must be accompanied by an English transcription.

A panel consisting of Embassy officers, media practitioners, and Ugandan professionals from other fields will review the submissions.   One submission in each of the three categories will receive a cash award of $US750.  Submissions on audio tape should be sent to the following address:

Taped submissions must be accompanied by: 

· Letter of submission and contact information from submitting journalist.

· Letter from station manager confirming the authenticity, date and station of broadcast

· English transcription (if broadcast in local language)

Submissions will be welcomed through November 1, 2004, and award winners will be announced on December 10.    When feasible and prearranged, the Embassy will agree to tape a broadcast submission in lieu of an audiotape.
