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Presidential Emergency Plan For AIDS Relief
Funds Begin to Flow 

Funds under President's Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR) have begun to flow to Uganda.  PEPFAR, first announced by President Bush in his January 2003 State of the Union address, is a five-year, $15 billion initiative designed to support 15 critically affected nations in developing sustainable prevention, care, and treatment programs for HIV/AIDS.  

The initial focus of the PEPFAR program in Uganda is on expanding existing HIV/AIDS programs to maximize the early impact of the program.  Funds will support the Ugandan led, multi-sectoral fight against HIV/AIDS, and will work with a host of partners to strengthen family and community response to HIV/AIDS and support a broad national network of related programs. PEPFAR’s 5-year goals for Uganda are ambitious, and include:   

· 60,000 HIV-positive Ugandans receiving combination anti-retroviral (ARV) therapy

· 300,000 HIV-positive Ugandans receiving care and support

· 165,000 new HIV infections averted

These expanded activities in Uganda have to date received $37 million in PEPFAR funds, representing approximately half the anticipated PEPFAR funding for Uganda this year.  The U.S. Embassy, USAID, and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), are guiding PEPFAR activities in Uganda in collaboration with a wide range of partners, including the Government of Uganda, local and international NGOs, faith-based organizations and the private sector. 

In the coming months new and/or expanded PEPFAR activities will be developed in coordination with the Government, partner organizations, and other stakeholders.
