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U.S. Representative Dave Weldon Visits Uganda to Observe HIV/AIDS Programs; Hands Over Vehicles to Mildmay Centre

Representative Dave Weldon, M.D, who represents Brevard County, Florida in the U.S. Congress, will visit Uganda May 25-28.   Rep. Weldon is a medical doctor by profession, and is interested in Ugandan approaches to coping with HIV/AIDS.   His biographical details are attached. 

During his visit to Uganda, Rep. Weldon will visit a number of organizations and institutions to observe the types of approaches that have been most successful in prevention, care, and support for people living with HIV/AIDS.   

At a visit to the Mildmay Centre, scheduled for Monday, May 26, Rep. Weldon will represent the U.S. Government in handing over two Mitsubishi Pajero vehicles.  These vehicles will be used to transport patients requiring emergency care for HIV/AIDS.  The vehicles were purchased as part of USAID/Uganda's HIV/AIDS programs, which supports local organizations that provide critical care and support.  

USAID/Uganda Mission Director Vicki Moore will also participate in handing over the vehicles to Dr. Emmanuel Luyirika, Director of Clinical Services at the Mildmay Centre.   The Mildmay Centre provides palliative care, including anti-retroviral medications (ARV's), to HIV-infected children and adults, with a specialty in treating children who are living with HIV.

On May 21, the U.S. House of Representatives, where Rep. Weldon serves, passed the final version of a $15 billion global HIV/AIDS funding bill proposed by President Bush last January.   The bill now goes back to the President, who is expected to sign it quickly.
