USAID Delivers Ambulance to Mildmay Center

USAID/Uganda is donating a Toyota ambulance to Mildmay Center, in support of its care for people living with HIV and AIDS.   The ambulance is the first ever acquired by Mildmay in Uganda, and will be used for emergency transport for patients.   The team leader of USAID/Uganda’s Chief of Health, HIV/AIDS, and Education, Mr. Rob Cunnane, will formally hand over the ambulance on Thursday, 26th June, at 11:00 am at Mildmay Center.  

On hand to receive the ambulance will be Dr. Emmanual Luyirika, Mildmay’s Director of Clinical Services; Dr. Derrick Atkin, Center Director and Director of Resources; and Dr. Julia Downing, Director of the Study Center.
Founded in 1998 by the Ugandan Government and Mildmay International, the  Mildmay Center provides a variety of outstanding services to people living with HIV and AIDS.

The Mildmay Center is known to be a model of excellence in providing medical care and treatment for HIV infected adults and children, with special expertise in treating children living with HIV and AIDS.  Today, this model program provides desperately needed services to over 5,900 people living with HIV/AIDS including over 2,000 children.  

The Mildmay Center also sponsors a comprehensive training program, with a particular focus on training all cadres of providers to treat pediatric AIDS patients.
  

USAID has previously donated two vehicles to the Mildmay Center.   In addition, the US Government, through Centers for Disease Control (CDC), supports the Mildmay Center to train medical staff in Uganda and throughout Africa, with the aim of greatly expanding access to high-quality HIV/AIDS treatment and care services.
