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U.S. Government Provides Additional $62 Million in

Development Assistance to Uganda

On July 15, 2003, the governments of the United States of America and Uganda signed two bilateral grant agreements to provide $62 million in USAID development assistance to the people of Uganda.  The agreements were signed by the US Ambassador to Uganda, Mr. Jimmy Kolker, on behalf of the United States Government and Finance, Planning and Economic Development Minister, Gerald Ssendaula, on behalf of the Government of Uganda.

Through these grant agreements USAID will support a number of development activities in agriculture; biodiversity and natural resources; and HIV/AIDS prevention, education, and maternal and child health.  Over the next five years these funds will be used to support specific projects and activities, which will be implemented by contract organizations and NGOs. The grant agreements do not constitute direct budget support.

The funds contributed through these grant agreements are part of USAID’s six-year (2002-2007) Integrated Strategic Plan in Uganda.   The six-year plan aims at helping Uganda reduce mass poverty by supporting the program outlined in Uganda’s Poverty Eradication Action Plan.  USAID’s overall budget for the 2002-2007 development strategy will total more than $300 million.  

The USAID Integrated Strategic Plan was launched in Uganda on May 2, 2002.    

In recent years the US government, through USAID, has provided over $60 million in foreign assistance annually, to help reduce poverty and promote sustainable development in Uganda. 
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
