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USAID Donates Additional $8.9 Million in Food Aid 

For Northern Uganda

The Food for Peace Office of the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) has donated an additional 20,000 tons of food aid to Uganda.  The food will be used to feed over 1.6 million at-risk people in north and northeastern Uganda.

The additional 20,000 tons of food, valued at $8.9 million (Ushs.17.8 billion) increases the total amount of United States Government food aid donated to Uganda this year to 100,000 tons--worth about $68 million (Ushs. 136 billion).  The United States Government provided the additional food aid in response to an appeal by the World Food Programme (WFP) and the Government of Uganda for $54 million (Ushs. 108 billion) to feed internally displaced persons, drought victims, and refugees in Uganda.  

The appeal by the Government of Uganda and WFP made in July 2003, indicated that 820,000 internally displaced persons in northern Uganda, 147,000 refugees and 655,000 drought victims in northeastern Uganda are in dire need of food to sustain them for the next seven months.  The aid will be channeled through the World Food Program.

The United States is the largest contributor to the World Food Programme’s operations in Uganda providing approximately 70 percent of the food distributed by the humanitarian organization this year.






Continued attacks by the Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) on northern Ugandan populations have prevented communities from cultivating the land resulting in significantly reduced agricultural production. A severe drought in northeastern Uganda--primarily in the Karamoja region—has exacerbated the food security situation in northern Uganda.
