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American General Visits Uganda on Tour of Great Lakes Region

General Charles F. Wald, Deputy Commander of the United States European Command, visited Uganda on August 19-20, 2003 as part of a tour of the Great Lakes Region.

On the first day of his visit to Uganda, General Wald met with President Yoweri Museveni to discuss issues related to security in the region.  During the meeting, General Wald said “it is our hope that the United States can continue to work with the countries in the Great Lakes region to continue supporting the Congolese peace process under the Lusaka Accords.”

General Wald also visited the Entebbe Air Base where the United States European Command built two “K-Span” shelters in 1998 for humanitarian contingencies.  Currently, the United Nations Organization Mission in the Democratic Republic of Congo (MONUC) uses this site, including the shelters, to support United Nations troops operating in Ituri region in the Democratic Republic of Congo.
