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USAID Funds Road Rehabilitation in Kibaale District

On August 21, 2003, ACDI/VOCA (Agricultural Cooperative Development International/Volunteers in Overseas Cooperative Assistance) signed an agreement with the Ugandan Rural Development and Training Programme (URDT) to rehabilitate 67.5 kilometres of roads in Kibaale district.  The project, valued at $372,000 (744,000,000 Ushs) will rehabilitate roads in the Katikara, Kisiita, Narweyo, Nkooko and Kitaihuka areas of Bugangaizi County, and is being jointly financed by ACDI/VOCA and the Kibaale District Government.

ACDI/VOCA, a nonprofit organization working in 38 countries, will implement this project on behalf of the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID).   URDT will work in partnership with the district administration and MBW Consulting Engineers.

ACDI/VOCA has conducted a food security project in Uganda since 1989, with activities including enhancement of agricultural production and marketing, rural financial services, nutritional awareness, and support to 60,000 people living with HIV/AIDS and their families through the distribution of a monthly food ration.

ACDI/VOCA Program Manager Bernie Runnebaum signed the agreement.  URDT Chairman Mwalimu Musheshe represented his organization. 
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
