US Embassy Issues New Photo Specifications for Visa Applications

The American Embassy wishes to inform the public that starting ​​​​​​​15 September 2003 the Consular Section of the American Embassy will enforce the worldwide photograph requirements for all non-immigrant visa applications.  All visa applications distributed since September 1st have noted this change to applicants and many Kampala-based photographers have been informed.

Beginning on Monday, 15 September 2003 all photographs attached to an application for a non-immigrant (tourist) visa to the United States must meet the following specifications:

--
The photograph must measure 2 inches by 2 inches (approximately 5cm or 50mm square) with no border.

--
The background must be white or off-white.  The face should cover about 50 percent of the photo, measure between 1 inch and 1 3/8 (25mm to 35mm), and be centered in the photo with white space between the crown and the top of the photo.   

--
The eyes should be between 1 1/8 and 1 3/8 (28mm to 35mm) from the bottom of the photo.

--
The photo must be full face with the applicant looking straight into the camera.

--
The hair from the crown should be visible and the ears should be exposed.

These requirements will be strictly enforced. Applications submitted with photos that do not meet this format may encounter delays.
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
